Your
Mortgage statement, children’s dependency information, if you are in College you will
need a copy of your transcript and classes as well as a copy of your enrollment form. If
you have adult Children in school who are your dependents you will need their transcripts
to show dependency. Make sure you pre-arrange all items now and be ready to deploy.

     Remain Brave and strong in the Face of our Enemy, don’t let your guard down. We
are going to overcome and AMERICA will survive.
